In 2017, two activist wanted to do something about the high level of corruption 
in Lebanon instead of just immigrating. They noticed that the Law of Right to 
Access Information was passed by the Lebanese Parliament earlier that year, 
which was neither tested nor completely enforced. They decided to push for the 
implementation of this law with an emphasis on importance of public data sharing 
and visualisation as a vital tool in fighting corruption. Since then Gherbal Initiative 
has evolved to uncover various opportunities to bridge between public institutions 
and the citizens.

CSUPPORT:
We have also worked closely with several citizens, businesses and civil society groups who sought guidance about submitting 
requests to information on their own. 
They included:
     A film project by a director who submitted a request to Ministry of Environment about air quality in Lebanon.

     A private company that submitted a request to the Ministry of Trade to request a copy of the McKenzie Report on Lebanon.

     A group of citizens whom we applied on their behalf a request to the Council for Development and Reconstruction requesting 
the environmental assessment of a waste management facility and project to be built in their village.

     An NGO who came to us recently to submit a request regarding protection of wildlife and animals to Ministry of Agriculture.

     A new project with an independent coalition of journalists who we submit several requests for their investigative topics.
